	Head of the BUS outpost west of Trantor.

	Name of the monastic order the PCs belong to.

	Bugbear leader of an Imperial regiment. Commended the party for saving him.

	Claws of Bahamut (CLOBbers)
	Dragonborn clan. Accused monks in western outpost of killing three of their number. Gave inscribed tooth to party.

	An assassin clan. Lydia accused of being one by the Count Munson impersonator.

	Husband of Lady Lydia. Killed by Icke cultists. Impersonated by shapeshifter.

	Count Rojas
	Ambitious noble. Archrival of the Tejadas for influence with the Imperial family.

	A large eastern port city. The main Abbey of the BUS is just outside Cron.
